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Factors affecting the organizational performance of
manufacturing firms

Abstract

Numerous studies have been conducted to explore the
individual effects of organizational culture (OC) and
supply chain management (SCM) practices on
organizational performance (OP) in different settings.

The aim of this study is to investigate the impact of OC and
SCM on OP. The sample of the study consisted of 93
manufacturing firms in Jordan. Data were collected from
employees and managers from different divisions using a
reliable and valid measurement instrument.

The findings confirm that both OC and SCM practices
significantly predict OP. The current study is significant in
reliably testing the relationship between SCM practices and
OP; however, it is necessary to consider cultural
assumptions, values and beliefs as the impact of OC on OP
is greater than the impact of SCM practices.

Based on the results, future studies should consider the
moderating and mediating role of OC on the relationship
between SCM practices and OP.

Introduction

Research on organizational performance (OP), either with
regard to its financial or its operational aspects, has
revealed different factors that have significant effects on
OP.
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Examples of these factors include enterprise risk
management, multidivisional structures of organizations,
CEO charisma, stakeholders’ involvement and support,
intellectual capital, human capital, CEOs’ social networks,
organizational learning, the strategic integration of human
resource management, managerial practices related to
strategies, performance measurement, innovation and
development, along with the external environment,
adoption of green supply chain management (SCM)
practices, human resource  practices, supportive
organizational climate, supply chain quality management,
supply chain innovation, human capital disclosure and
knowledge creation.
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
