On November 27, 2018, B2 exam in English will be held in Odesa National I.I. Mechnikov University. The materials are designed to test the candidates’ English language skills following the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine No. 13 from 14.01.2016 “On the approval of assigning academic titles to scholars and academic staff”.  In compliance with the Order, obtaining Doctoral and PhD degree is possible under certain conditions, one of them being the English language proficiency at least at level B2 of the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR).
