The following teaching methods are used during the teaching of the academic discipline:
1. Verbal: a lecture, discussion, including discussion of problem issues.

3. Final control: the exam takes place in oral form, as an answer to two questions in the exam
ticket. Students receive exam questions at the start of the course.

The overall final assessment is defined as the sum of points based on the results of current,
periodic and final control (the exam).
