The course is dedicated to the study of proper names, onyms, and is designed
for all who are interested in proper names. The leading problem of cognitive
onomastics is mental being of proper names. Onyms enter mental lexicon daily in
great quantities, but only necessary, subjectively valuable remain there and
transform, being coded in concepts. Emerging into speech they undergo
transformation being encoded into words. Onymic concepts are connected with
other elements of mental lexicon as their organizers, optimizing the functioning of
mental lexicon and increasing its effectiveness. Of particular interest is the
associative chain of a proper name, to identify which students in classroom
conduct a free associative experiment. The results are presented later in the form of
associative dictionaries, the practical application of which can be found in writing
texts, especially of advertising nature.
