COURSE ANNOTATION
The subject of this discipline is the study of the orientations of the Ukrainian elite on the political system and its components during the Middle Ages and the Modern history.
Prerequisites of the course (The place of discipline in the educational program: normative courses, which are studied in 1-2 semesters "Historical Ukrainian studies in modern society", "Ukraine in national and world integration processes". The study of these disciplines should form the learner's ability to identify relationships between processes in the past and at the present stage, to analyze social processes in the history of Ukraine in the context of European and world history; analyze situations taking into account the historical context and/or historical prerequisites.

Post-details of the course: as a result of studying the course "Political culture of the Ukrainian elite of the Middle Ages and the Modern history", knowledge, abilities and skills are formed for further self-improvement and analysis of modern processes in the political culture of the Ukrainian elite.

The purpose of the discipline is to study the problems of the emergence, formation and development of the Ukrainian elite during the Middle Ages and the Modern history.

Objectives of the discipline:
1. Develop the main source base and analyze the historiography of the topic.

2. To compare the theories of the emergence of the Ukrainian elite, to reveal the main stages of its development.

3. Describe the activities of outstanding political and spiritual figures.

4. Determine the role and significance of the Ukrainian elite in the history of Ukraine: military, social and political.

As a result of studying the discipline, the students has to:
know:

– a necessary set of sources and historiographical additions to the course issues;

– main and actual problems of the topic of this course;

– important events related to the development of the political and spiritual elite of Ukraine;

- the most outstanding personalities who were carriers of political culture, determined the course of historical events, formulated ideas and state formation in Ukraine.

be able to:

– systematize and analyze the source material of the course;

- to summarize factual material acquired during lectures and independently developed literature for the course;

- to do conclusions from the studied topic;

- to compare the political culture of the elite of different periods and countries neighboring Ukraine.

COURSE DESCRIPTION
Forms and methods of teaching
The course is studed on a full-time education and correspondence education. It includes lectures, practical classes and the organization of independent work of students. 
The following teaching methods are used during the teaching of the academic discipline:
1. Verbal: a lecture, discussion, including discussion of problem issues.
2. Visual: presentation, including presentation of own research results.
3. Practical: working with documentary sources, performing individual tasks.
Offline and online consultations are planned.

2. Contents of the educational discipline
Content module I.

Political culture of the elite of the Middle Ages

Topic 1. Content and tasks of the course.

Topic 2. Political culture of the Rus’ elite. The 9th – 30s of the 12th century.

Topic 3. The political culture of the elite of the Kingdom of Rus’, the Dnieper principalities, and Golden Horde Rus’ (Ulus of Jochi). The middle of the 12th – the first half of the 14th century.
Topic 4. The Ukrainian elite in the composition of foreign states. The middle of the 14th - the middle of the 17th century.

Topic 5. Political culture of the Zaporozhzhian Cossacks. The first half of the 17th century.

Content module 2.
The political culture of the elite of the Modern history
Topic 1. Political culture of the Cossack elite (starshyna) of the Ukrainian Cossack State.
Topic 2. The spiritual elite in the Ukrainian lands of the XV-XVII centuries.

Topic 3. Ukrainian Cossack and spiritual elite in the 18th - middle of the 19th centuries.

Topic 4. The Ukrainian elite at the end of the 18th- the first half of the 19th century.

Topic 5. The Ukrainian intellectual elite in the second half of the 19th – the early 20th century.
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EVALUATION
The total final score is the sum of the points of all types of control (current, periodic, exam) on a 100-point scale.

Forms of control and evaluation methods
Full-time education and correspondence education:

· current control – 20 points;
· periodic control - 50 points;

· final control: exam - 30 points.
The total number of points is 100.
Independent work involves students studying the main and additional literature, familiarizing with sources for preparing for practical classes and/or lectures and preparing a report with a presentation as an individual independent work, which must be defended in a practical class or special consultation hours.
