Abstract

Numerous studies have been conducted to explore the
individual effects of organizational culture (OC) and supply
chain management (SCM) practices on organizational
performance (OP) in different settings.

The findings confirm that both OC and SCM practices
significantly predict OP. The current study is significant in
reliably testing the relationship between SCM practices and
OP; however, it is necessary 1o consider cultural
assumptions, values and beliefs as the impact of OC on OP
is greater than the impact of SCM practices.

Based on the results, future studies should consider the
moderating and mediating role of OC on the relationship
between SCM practices and OP.
